2. If a PC directly connects to the switch, you have to setup the same subnet 
mask for PC and the switch. Default values of the managed switch are listed 
as follows:

3. After configuring correct IP address on your PC, open your web browser and 
access switch's IP address. 

4. Please enter “admin/admin” as the Username/Password and click Login. 
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5. Next, a page will appear to guide you change the login password. You MUST 

change the login password before accessing the web user interface. Please 
click OK. 

   
6. Please set a new password with the highest level of strength for network 

security. 

 
7. Click OK. Vigor system will guide you to login with the new password again.
